The English week at Luchynets’ school: the timetable of events
Monday:  The Motherland’s day.   

Event of the day:   Presentation of the project “This is my Motherland”

Event idea: to show the beauty of our land, do develop language skills by inventing titles for the photos as the stage of Learning Circles Session “My city and me”

Steps to get ready:

· collect the photos taken by the pupils and make cool titles for every of them.
· arrange the exhibition in the school hall for everybody to look at.

· chose and prepare a guide for those who can’t read and understand the English language.

Event description:  

On Monday morning the photos are exhibited in the school hall. There must be placed a note saying than a guide will work during the long breaks to help reading the titles for the photos and voting to choose the best one.  
Tuesday: The Quest day.
Event of the day: The quest for the 1-4th forms pupils.

Event idea:  to help kids revise the things they’ve learned at the lessons in a form of a quest, to teach them cooperate in a group.
 Steps to get ready:
· invent the thematic stops for the quest  and  tasks to complete at them;

· to make up the road map;

· find the volunteers (elder pupils) to work on the stops;

· arrange the groups (teams) to participate in and help them to create the name and the slogan for the group. Tip: every group should have an instructor (5th or 6th form student) to help quest go on. 

Event description: team (up to 8 pupils) moves around a school from one stop to another according to the road map (it is important to make them with the individual list of stops to make sure the teams will not wait in at a stop). The volunteers describe the tasks, judge the work of a group and put the mark into the road map. The coordinators help the teams to do the tasks. If the group can’t do the task it may ask for some help of volunteers but they need to fulfill some additional task (e.g. to count, play a game or so). The time should be limited according to the number of the stops. When all the groups finish the quest the volunteers and the teacher find out the winners.
Wednesday: The best projects’ day.

Event of the day:  the Projects party for the 5th-9th forms students.
Event idea: to present the best projects prepared by the pupils in previous years to inspire the younger students with the work done by the best learners.
Steps to get ready:

· review the project works on different topics done before and choose the best ones;

· think of the topics nominations for every project work;

· tell the authors of the projects  to get ready to present them;

· prepare the diplomas for every author;

· find the sound files like the ones used at Oscar award ceremony to make the party solemn.

Event description: the students gather in the English classroom where the desks are arranged in an unusual way to leave the space for the stage in the front part of the room. The teacher acts like the presenter at the Hollywood Oscar awards ceremony, presenting the nominations, projects and their authors. The author presents the project and gets the diploma for it.
Thursday: St Valentine’s Day.

Events of the day:

1. StValentine’s mail.

2.  Voting for Valentine and Valentina of primary, middle and high classes.

Event idea: to make the students to learn the conversion of Ukrainian proper names into English.

Steps to get ready: 

· type and print the table of transliteration;

· organize voting points at the breaks and find the volunteers to count the votes. 

Event description: The pupils vote for Valentine and Valentina of primary, middle and high classes writing the name and the surname of the student on English only – there must be a sheet of paper with the table of transliteration. The voting may be done at the breaks and the winners should be found by the end of the lessons before the St Valentine’s party.
3. StValentine’s party.

Event idea: to arrange the party to let the students and teachers feel the spirit of the day, to develop elder students’ language and creative skills.

Steps to get ready:

· find the actors to perform the roles of Romeo and Juliet, the young couple and to sing a romantic song (they perform in English)
· find the some sweet music;

· prepare the ribbons for Valentines.

Event description: The party compiles the congratulations to the Valentines’ voting winners, their solemn awarding and three turns of the performance programme – the dialogue of Romeo and Juliet (the couple may be international – Romeo speaks English and Juliet - Ukrainian), the sketch of a couple funny date and the romantic song all performed  in English.
Friday: The Smartest students’ day.

Event of the day: The quizzes and puzzles competition (forms 5-11)

Event idea: to make the pupils to recollect the things they’ve already learned (all the questions and tasks are to be based on the student’s book material).

Steps to get ready:

· make up quizzes and puzzles of different types for every class;

· hang them on the New board;

· collect the answer from the participants;

· discuss the right answers at the lesson next week.
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Event description: On the News board in the hall the papers with the printed quizzes and puzzles for different classes are placed. Students are to solve them, write the answers and get prizes for the best and the fastest answers.
