The Quest
“English with Fun”
Before you start: When the teams are completed they have a few minutes to invent the team’s name and the slogan. After the teams are greeted by the judge of a quest (the English teacher) they pronounce their teams’ names and slogans and get the “Road map” with the stops written in anagrams. The instructors at the stop put the mark for the teams’ work at the stop according to the abilities for solving the problems and group work. If there is any problem and the team needs the instructor’s they can ask  children to do a simple job – to count, to sing a song or recite an English poem.
Stop “Letters”

Task: kids are to collect the letters of the English alphabet hidden in the room and put them into the alphabetic order.
Stop “Words”
Task: pupils play the computer game “Clifford”.  As a variant: they may solve the anagrams or puzzles based on pictures and short texts.
Stop “Books” 

Task: children have to match the names and the picture of a book character (e.g. Cinderella, Winnie the Pooh, Bugs Bunny, Mickey Mouse, Tom, Jerry. As the teams are formed with the pupils of different age they all will be able to take part in the work.)
Stop “Food”
Task: kids need to take the product the instructor names (an apple, a carrot, a cabbage, some bread, a sweet, a banana. a pack of juice, a lemon, a cake, an onion, a bottle of lemonade) and put on the table. Then they have to show: a fruit, a vegetable, favourite food, food they never eat.
Stop “Clothes”
Task: children have to dress the doll. The doll’s clothes of different kinds and colours are put on the table. The instructor tells the children what to choose (e.g. take a red dress, black shoes and a yellow hat)

Stop “House”
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Task: to choose and name (or describe) the furniture for the room. You need to prepare “rooms” – sheets of papers with the names of the rooms – “living-room”, “bedroom”, “kitchen”. It’s no use to take up “bathroom” as normally kids haven’t learned the necessary words by this time according to their students’ books. Also you need the pictures of furniture pieces and a glue stick to stick them to the paper.
