In 1610, Galileo Galilei published a small book describing astronomical observations that he had made of the skies above Padua, Italy. His homemade telescopes had less magnify​ing and resolving power than most beginners’ telescopes sold today, yet with them he made astonishing discoveries: that the moon has mountains and other topographical features, that Jupiter is orbited by satellites which he called planets, and that the Milky Way is made up of individual stars. It may seem strange that this last observation could have surprised any​one, but in Galileo’s time people assumed that the Milky Way must be some kind of conti​nuous substance. It truly resembled a streak of spilled liquid and it was so bright that it cast shadows on the ground (as did Jupiter and Venus). Today, by contrast, most Americans are unable to see the Milky Way in the sky above the place where they live, and those who can see it are sometimes baffled by its name.
The stars have not become dimmer; rather, the Earth has become vastly brighter, so that celestial objects are harder to see. Air pollution has made the atmosphere less transparent and more reflective, and high levels of terrestrial illumination have washed out the stars over​head — a phenomenon called «sky glow» Anyone who has flown across the country on a clear night has seen the landscape ablaze with artificial lights, especially in urban areas. Today, a person standing on the observation deck of the Empire State Building on a cloud​less night would be unable to discern much more than the moon, the brighter planets and a handful of very bright stars — less than one percent of what Galileo would have been able to see without a telescope.
Today, the very darkest places in the United States are increasingly threatened. For some​one standing on the rim of the Grand Canyon on a moonless night, the brightest feature of the sky is not the Milky Way but the glow of Las Vegas, a hundred and seventy-five miles away. To see skies truly comparable to those which Galileo knew, you would have to travel to such places as the Australian Outback and the mountains of Peru.

Political heroes
Not all heroes from the nineteenth century are frontiersmen. Some heroes from that time are men and women who fought for the freedom of slaves; others fought for equal rights for women; others worked hard to start new organizations to help make people’s lives better.

One of the many heroes from the nineteenth century was the sixteenth president of the United States, Abraham Lincoln. Lincoln was the president from 1861 to 1865, the years of the Civil War.

Abraham Lincoln was born in Kentucky in 1809. His father was a farmer, and Lincoln spent his early life working on the farm. He was very interested in learning, but he went to school for only a few years. When he was twenty-one, his family moved to Illinois and he left home to get a job. He became interested in law, and taught himself by reading books. He was a successful lawyer in Springfield, Illinois, and then worked for the state government. In 1837, he spoke publicly against slavery. By 1850, slavery was against the law in the north, but not in the south.
 Lincoln became president in January 1861, and, when the southern states tried to leave the USA in April of that year, the war began. The southern states wanted to keep slavery, even if meant they had to make a different country of their own. Many people were killed in the terrible civil war, but in the end, the north won and slaves were free. At the end of the war, on the evening of April 14, 1865, Lincoln went to the theater. John Wilkes Booth, an actor who had wanted the south to win the war, went to the theater with a gun. There, Booth killed the president. Abraham Lincoln is remembered by many as one of greatest heroes of the nineteenth century in the US.
Franklin D. Roosevelt, known as FDR, was the thirty-second president of the USA, from 1933 to 1945. When Americans voted for him in 1933, the country was going through the Great Depression, but he gave hope to the American people. After he became president, he created jobs and made new laws to change the way banks worked. His government made many more changes that made the USA a strong nation. He worked closely with the leaders Winston Churchill of the United Kingdom and Joseph Stalin of Russia in the Second World War. He worked very hard, and, by 1944, this handsome, tall man was very ill. The American people did not know that he was ill, and he won fifty-three percent of the vote in 1944. He died on April 12, 1945. He is the only American who was voted president three times. He is remembered as one of the best presidents that the country has ever had.

As people spend more time communing with their televisions and computers, the impact is not just on their health, researchers say. Less time spent outdoors means less contact with nature and, eventually, less interest in conservation and parks. Visits to national parks peaked in 1987 and dropped 23 percent by 2006.
«Declining nature participation has crucial implications for current conservation efforts,» wrote the co-authors of the report. «We think it probable that any major decline in the value placed on natural areas and experiences will greatly reduce the value people place on bio​diversity conservation. The replacement of vigorous outdoor activities by sedentary, indoor activities has far-reaching consequences for physical and mental health, especially in chil​dren. Watching television and computer use have been shown to be a cause of obesity, lack of socialization, attention disorders and poor academic performance.»
By studying visits to national and state parks and the issuance of hunting and fishing li​censes, the researchers documented declines of between 18 percent and 25 percent in va​rious types of outdoor recreation. The decline, found in both the United States and Japan, appears to have begun in the 1980s and 1990s, the period of rapid growth of video games, they said.

For two weeks around the end of June, England becomes tennis-mad! This is the time of the Wimbledon Championships, the most famous tennis tournament in the world. Few people watch tennis on TV for the rest of the year, but during Wimbledon, matches are shown on TV every afternoon and evening.

England's most famous tennis player was Fred Perry, who won the Wimbledon Championship every year for three years, from 1934 to 1936. Since that time, no English player has won the Men’s Championship.

Horse-racing is another very popular sport in England. There are races every day of the year, and people enjoy making bets on which horse will win. The Derby at Epsom, which continues to be held today, was the first derby ever, and derbies - races on flat ground for three-year-old horses -are now held around the world. Other important dates in horse-racing are the Grand National in Liverpool in April - one of the most difficult horse races in the world - and Royal Ascot, five days of horse racing in Berkshire in June. The Queen always goes to Ascot, so it is an important event in England, and visitors wear their best clothes and hats.

Another important day for sport in England is the London Marathon in April. More than thirty thousand people run in the London Marathon, which has been held since 1981. The fastest people finish the forty-two-kilometer run in just over two hours, but for many runners the most important thing is making money for charity.

Water sports are popular in England, and many people, especially on the south coast, enjoy sailing. There are good waves for surfing at many of the beaches in the south-west, and canoeing is also popular on England's many rivers and canals. Two of England's most famous sportspeople do a water sport - Steve Redgrave, who won gold medals for rowing at every Olympic Games between 1984 and 2000, and Ellen MacArthur, who broke the world record for sailing around the world alone in the fastest time on 7th February 2005.

Golf is also a very popular sport for English people. There are many golf courses in England, and every July the Open Championship, one of the four biggest tournaments in the world, is held in England or Scotland.

Motor-racing is also well-liked, and many people go to a course called Silverstone in Northamptonshire every year to watch the British Grand Prix.

At school, children play football, rugby, netball and cricket, and do athletics in the summer. There are public swimming pools and gyms in most towns, and many people also enjoy cycling and walking. Other outdoor activities like mountaineering - climbing and walking in the hills and mountains – are also very popular in England.

 English people love sport. For some time, they have not won many big events in the sports that first came from their country many years before. But sport continues to be a very important part of life in England.
