Greeting:

Т: Good morning, boys and girls!
 Ps: Good morning! 
T: I am glad to see you!
 Ps: We are glad to see you, too!
 Aim
Т: By the end of this lesson you'll be able to ask each other yes/no and wh-questions about household chores and answer them.
Warming up 

 Question game.

Teacher asks pupils questions: What's your name? Is your name Olena? Are you Ukrainian or British? How old are you? Do you go to school? What time do you get up? Do you live in Kyiv? And so on. Pupils should answer only yes/no questions and keep silence if they hear other types. Pupil gets out of the game if he does a mistake.
Check on Homework
Pupils reads sentences from exercise 2 page 9 WB

Grammar 
Yes/no questions.

а) Pupils remind the structure of yes/no questions. Ex. 1 page 18 pupil’s book.

Т: When we played question game you answered only yes/no questions. But how do we form them? Let's look at the structure of yes/no questions on page 18 of your textbook. What comes first? What comes after the auxiliary verb? What comes next?
Т: Now ask me any yes/no questions you like.
Pupils ask yes/no questions and a teacher answer them.
Group work
A teacher unites pupils into 5 groups. Each group makes up 1 yes/no question.The first group’s question should begin with  do, the second — does, the third — is, the fourth — am, the fifth— are.

Pair work ex. lb (p. 18).

Pupils ask each other yes/no questions about household chores and answer them.
Special questions.
Ex. 2 (p. 18).

Т: Can we answer yes/no to all the questions? What about questions like «What's your name?», «Where do you live?», «Why do you study English?» These are special ques​tions which demand special answer. These questions start with question words. Most of the question words start with letters «wh», so these questions are also called wh-questions. We can see question words in the rhyme of exercise 2 on page 18. Учні читають вірш за вчителем. Reminding the structure of special questions. Ex. 4 (p. 19).

Т: Let's look at the structure of wh-questions on page 19 of your textbook. What comes first? What comes after the auxiliary verb? What comes next? Pupils answer them.
T: Now ask me any wh-questions you like.
Pupils ask special questions and teacher answer.
Pupils ask each other special questions about household chores and answer these questions
T:We have learnt Wh-questions. So we should repeat them. Let’s do
Ex. 5 (p. 19).

Pupils write down sentences into two columns.
